Separately, 
we officially kicked off construction in mid-September for 
our third Women Build home to be located in Carthage fol-
lowing months of successful build-up and fundraising     

activities by our Women Build Com-
mittee.  
 
Beyond the highlights mentioned 
above, we as an affiliate remain fo-
cused on the everyday blocking and 
tackling efforts that   define our mis-
sion of building (and repairing)       decent, affordable 
homes for those in need.  In our current fiscal year we have 
budgeted for the construction of 14 new homes.  With your 
support we can and will make that     happen. 
 
I would like to extend my personal welcome to our seven 
new board members who joined us as directors on July 1.  
Speaking on behalf of the entire board, I give our pledge to 
continue carrying out the Habitat for Humanity mission and 
to guide our affiliate to ever greater accomplishments that 
improve the communities we live in. While challenges still 
lie ahead of us, I am confident that our affiliate can rise to 
meet them. The current economic environment will eventu-
ally improve though, for some the bar will always seem too 
far out of reach to attaining self sufficiency. Together we 
can make a difference for those in need.    
 
In closing, I look forward to the opportunity to serve as 
your board chairman and president and ask for your  contin-
ued support of our organization in the days ahead.

Five years ago, Marilyn Herbin lost everything in a house fire. Herbin had 
no insurance on the house and therefore, no way to recover her home or 
other belongings. Herbin, with the support of her family, stayed with her 
cousin for two years before finally finding an apartment. After another 
year, Herbin’s future began to look a little brighter. Herbin’s friend had 
seen a presentation given by a representative of Habitat for Humanity of 
the NC Sandhills at her church. Her friend suggested that she apply for a 
Habitat house. Herbin applied and was accepted for a Habitat house in the spring of 2008.  

Finally, a little over a year later, Herbin is the owner of 
a new house in Hamlet on the same land where she was 
born. 

Herbin reflects, “The fire was a blessing in disguise.” It 
may have taken away everything she owned, but now 
she feels like it was meant to happen. Herbin  believes that the fire made way for 
an even better home. Habitat for Humanity of the NC Sandhills is excited for 
Herbin and congratulates her for her achievement.

It is the time of year where we ask your help in our annual appeal.  We all know that this 
year has been difficult financially for everyone.  This year I ask that you consider giving 
less to Habitat.   We all have had to cut back on our spending due to economic setbacks. If 
we could get more people to give less, we can continue to build houses for low income 
families in Moore and Richmond Counties. 
 
My personal goal as executive director has been to build a fund development program that 
is inflation proof.  I seek sources of income, such as our ReStore, and grant programs, to 
offset any economic challenges. We have done very well; overall, social service giving has 
been significantly lower in 2008-2009, but your generosity to Habitat has been much 
higher than national averages.  I pledge to continue to find varied sources of funding for 
this ministry, so that I am not always asking you to give more money. 
 
We need you, our individual donors, our volunteers, homeowners and friends, to continue 
to give to Habitat.  If more people gave, even if they gave lesser amounts of money than 
usual, we can continue to build consistently. This year I heard from several businesses that 
their work for Habitat is what helped them pay the bills in this construction slow down.  
Because of you, we have been able to build homes at the same level as last year.  This slow 
down began with housing and it’s going to end with housing, so let’s do our part to help 
low income families find simple, decent affordable homeownership opportunities through 
the Habitat for Humanity program. 
 
God Bless you all for what you do for our community.  If you can give more, please do, if 
less, it will be gratefully appreciated; please give whatever you are able.  We work hard to 
keep program spending as 90% of each dollar donated, and that continues to be one of our 
board of directors’ goals.

Volunteer Up! We’re online! 
VolunteerUP is here for our affiliate!  This is a brand new program which 
allows our volunteers to sign up for particular construction jobs, commit-
tees, Team Builds, Moore Store, etc. online!  This system will allow our 
staff to know exactly how many volunteers are scheduled so we are able to 
plan ahead, track volunteer hours and organize tasks accordingly. 
 
Beginning NOVEMBER 1, the Habitat ‘Hot Line’ will no longer be the method for construction volunteers to 
find out information about building.  Instead, volunteers will be able to click on our website – 
www.sandhillshabitat.org – and go to the VolunteerUP calendar to have a complete view of all the volunteer 
opportunities.  
 
As a first time user of VolunteerUP, you will need to ‘register’ as an individual, create your username and 
password.  You will only need to register ONE TIME.  Please complete the entire form, including email ad-
dress, physical address, phone number, and construction skills rating.  If you are part of a ‘team’ mentioned at 
the very bottom of the form, just click on that box – Moore Store, Team Builds, Staff, Board of Directors, 
Women Build, Committees, etc. 
 
We are especially ex-
cited about this new opportunity for our volunteers and staff.  It’s very easy to ‘register’ and stay informed 
about all our activities.
